2 Community Land

Roger Crofts paper regarding the Community Land Project was received and discussed.  His proposal for the drawing up of a drawing up of a detailed design for the land was approved.  It was agreed that the cost should be met from the McNiven Bequest rather than from DVCS funds.  

On the subject of funding, the Committee expressed great concern about the NTS performance in settling the expenses already and Roger Crofts was invited to ask NTS to settle the outstanding expenses of (c) £16,500 asa matter of urgency.  Moreover, it was felt that they should undertake to re-imburse future expenditure (especially of the scale of expense under discussion) withing a month of DVCS paying the bill.
The Committee approved his paper and gave continuing support to Roger Crofts as Project Director.

· Graeme Murdoch undertook to speak to Claudia Pottier about the gardening equipment at Dr Neil’s Garden and its availability for use at the Community Land now that she is funded to care for both areas

· Ian Walls suggestion that he might be considered a prospective buyer of the Byre was regarded as inappropriate as one of the aims of the NTS purchase of the Land was to save the byre for community use.
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
